Proposed Itinerary – 13th to 17th November 2017 (5 Days/4 Nights)
13th November 2017 (Monday): (Pick up Bangkok and transfer to Kanchanaburi via Ban Pong)
Minibus pick up at Bangkok Suvarnabhumi Airport (time to be confirmed) for the trip to Kanchanaburi.

Firstly we would take you to Ban Pong to where the Thailand railway workers arrived by train from Singapore. Also visit the Ban Pong camp site (including the well) where many stayed overnight.
On arrival in Kanchanaburi you may plan to go direct to your hotel to check in, relax and acclimatise for the remainder of the day/evening. An English speaking TBRC Guide will accompany you from pick up until checked in to the River Kwai Bridge Resort (Same as last time, a well located resort on the river, walking distance to the ‘famous’ Bridge, good restaurant, swimming pool & English speaking staff)
Includes minibus pick up with TBRC Guide from Ban Pong to Kanchanaburi & Accommodation.
14th November 2017 (Tuesday): (Including Museum, Cemeteries and local tour)
We pick you up at your resort at 8.30am and bring you to the Museum where we meet up, have a chat and you go through the Museum (allowing a couple of hours).

Perhaps have a coffee break in our Coffee Shop before we take you on a personally guided tour around Kanchanaburi visiting several significant railway locations. These include the Aerodrome (transit) Camp of men on their way to the railway, the F & H Force Hospital Camp where survivors regrouped in late 1943 after completion of the railway, Chungkai Cemetery & site of PoW camp, Chungkai Cutting & PoW work area. Maybe we could plan to take a long tail boat back from Chungkai stopping on the way at Jeath Museum before continuing on by boat to arrive at the Bridge on the River Kwai. Learn about the Bridges and nearby Tha Makham camp location before we return you to River Kwai Bridge Resort.
Including breakfast, lunch, Guided Tour in air-con vehicle, boat trip, admission TBRC & Jeath Museums & Accommodation
 

15th November 2017 (Wednesday): (Start of 2 Day Trip up country with Rod)

THIS DAY TRAVEL LIGHT WITH OVERNIGHT BAG ONLY FOR THE ONE NIGHT AWAY. Need to check out of Hotel in the morning but can leave excess baggage in safe storage for the night away.

Minibus pick up at 8.30 am at hotel. From here Rod would take you along the route of the railway visiting various Camp site locations on the way. These include tracking the railway from Chungkai through Wang Lan, Ban Khao, Arrow Hill then Tha Sao, Kannyu, Hintok, Kinsaiyok, Lin Thin, Hindat, Prang Kasi, Tha Khanun & the Songkurai camps. Finish the day near the end of the Thailand section not far from Three Pagodas Pass and the border with Burma. Overnight at Suan Magmai Resort  (or similar).
Incl. breakfast, lunch and dinner, all day personal Pilgrimage with Rod in air-con vehicle & Accommodation


16th November 2017 (Thursday): (Pilgrimage with Rod continued and train trip on still-working railway)

After breakfast take the short trip up to Three Pagodas Pass to learn more of where the railway crossed from Burma into Thailand. Then take the return trip along the railway route including any aspects not covered on the previous day. This would also include major sites such as the Hellfire Pass Memorial and walking trail and the Wang Pho viaduct. 
Perhaps plan to take the return trip by train from Tham Krasae back to the River Kwai Bridge Station. Arrive back at River Kwai Bridge Resort late afternoon for overnight in Kanchanaburi.
Incl. breakfast, lunch, all day personal Pilgrimage with Rod in air-con vehicle, train trip & Accommodation
17th November 2017 (Friday): (Independent time and return to Bangkok)
As required on this day subject to your travel plans/flight times.
As you wish locally and when ready we return you to Bangkok Airport.
